International Scientific Symposium in Rio de Janeiro


Organized jointly by CEGUM – Université Paul Verlaine – Metz (France), the University Federal Fluminense and CEPED Consortium (Disaster & Catastrophe Research Center), this multidisciplinary conference aims to make an inventory of current research on the topic of resilience and adaptation to natural and technological disasters affecting populations in the world, in light of existing security systems and to develop strategies and crisis management capabilities of stakeholders and decision makers.

It is intended for researchers in knowledge and the description of patterns of resilience and adaptability of human societies, but also to those contributing, through their work, learn about risk perception in relation to the schemes and strategies of protection actors and civil security. 
What answers are found in populations at risk and what security policies are implemented by policy makers? It is therefore intended as policy makers and practitioners, concerned about the security of populations through improved strategies and systems security and transfer. Il s’adresse donc aussi aux décideurs et acteurs de terrain, préoccupés par la sécurité des populations, par l’amélioration des stratégies et systèmes de sécurité et leur transfert.

The scientific program of the conference will be organized around four themes:


Axis 1: Systems and strategies for protection and civil security organizations and decision-making chains. Actors. Means. What consideration space? What foresight?


Axis 2: Improving the adaptation of populations and environments to life what risk perception? What feedback? What skills, what? What barriers? What risks of ill-adaptation?

Axis 3: Strengthen disaster resilience of the players and people by what organizations? By what actions? By what levers? What indicators put in place? At what spatial and temporal scales? What constraints and how to overcome?

Axis 4: Improvement and Transfer of disaster management strategies Which networks? Which means? What constraints? What synergies to create? What uncertainties and what indicators? What potential impacts?  At what spatial and temporal scales are they most effective? How to transfer successful strategies in different contexts?

Communicating the symposium will be invited to submit an article in French, Portuguese or English, for publication, depending on the type of article or in a special issue of the journal IJMED – International Journal of Mass Emergencies & Disasters which will be released in 2012, is an editor of books (ongoing research).
Papers submitted will be evaluated and adjudicated by an ad hoc scientific committee.


The symposium will also and above all an opportunity to formalize and strengthen the Network RISC Risks and Civil Security "by allowing the meeting of partners already committed and to identify new potential partners.
